In the 36th Adhyaya of Lalitopakhyanam,
Tripurasundari Devi (Goddess of Ayodhya) appeared in the
dream of King Dasharatha and directed him to visit Kanchi and
pray to Devi Kamakshi for ‘putraprapti’. Dasharatha stayed at
Kanchi for seven nights and performed various danas. He
prayed to Devi Kamakshi and composed a ‘stutih’ on Her. It
was only after he received the blessings of Devi Kamakshi for
‘putraprapti’, that he left Kanchi.



To this day, there is a ‘Santhana Stambha’ inside the
Gayatri Mandapam at Kamakshi Mandir in Kanchipuram,
believed to have been worshipped by King Dasharatha.



Sri Kanchi Kamakoti Peetam




Pujyasri Jayendra Saraswati Swamigal (69th Peetadhipathi
of Sri Kanchi Kamakoti Peetam) was extensively involved
in successful & peaceful negotiations for building a ‘Ram
Lalla Mandir at Ayodhya Ram Janmabhumi from 1980s
onwards. These negotiations involved coordination with
various religious groups and socio-political leaders.
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Pujyasri Jayendra Saraswati Swamigal was one of the first Acharyals
in Bharat to visit Ayodhya after the Ram Janmabhumi Kshetra was
unlocked post court orders on 10th February 1986. Sri Acharyal had
played a prominent role in unlocking the gates as well.

The Yantram
invokes Anjaneya Swamy & prays to Sri Rama to remove evil,
bestow virtue & protect the virtuous by eternally being present
at the place of consecration.

In the presence of Indian President Smt Droupadi Murmu ji,
Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath ji, Uttar Pradesh
Governor Smt Anandiben Patel ji, RSS Dignitaries and Sri Ram

Sthapana occurred on 19th March 2026 (Ugadi) inside the
sacred premises of Ayodhya Shri Ram Mandir.



SRI RAM YANTRA RATH YATRA

Sri Rama Yantra Ratha Yatra was
organized by Kanchi Math Ayodhya
between 27th October 2024 and 9th
December 2024. The Rath Yatra which
began at Tirupati, crossed 6 Indian
states including Andhra Pradesh,
Telangana, Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Bihar.

Sri Kanchi Shankaracharya Math, Ayodhya is a manifestation of the
desire of Sri Kanchi Acharyals to evolve a South Indian Cultural &
Religious Hub that combines the best of all at Ayodhya. It has
always been at the forefront to facilitate Ayodhya Kshetra to attain
Suraksha, Subhiksha and Suvidhya from the late 1990s onwards.

Spread over two acres of prime land, the Ayodhya Math has a Veda
Patashala, a Temple, a Yatri Nivas, a Socio-Cultural Centre and a
Parayanam Hall. It is situated just 1.5 kms away from Ayodhya
Rama Janmabhoomi.

VEDA PATASALA



Veda Samrakshanam has been one of the foremost
objectives of Sri Kanchi Kamakoti Peetam. In view of
promoting this mission, with the benign blessings of Pujyasri
Jayendra Saraswati Swamigal, Kanchi Math Ayodhya started
a Yajur Veda Patasala in 1997 when there were very few vaidik
patasalas in Ayodhya. Patasala vidyarthis are taught Shukla
Yajur Veda Madhyandika Shakha. Over 500 to 600 vidyarthis
from Gonda, Basti, Balrampur, Ayodhya, etc in total have
studied in the patasala.



SOCIO-COMMUNITY

To enable skill development and consequent financial
assistance to reach the local population of Ayodhya, Pujyasri
Jayendra Saraswati Swamigal started a socio-community centre
in 2002. The centre provides training in tailoring, embroidery,
painting, automobile and electrical repair.

Today, post the construction of Ayodhya Ram Mandir, the centre
is focused on involving the local population in micro-cultural
activity development.
